History of our Bowling Group 
 

The bowling group is not a new group at the 
German Canadian Club!  Our history goes back 
to the middle of the1950’s with a Saturday after-
noon bowl at the old Fleetway bowling lanes at 
the Cherryhill Plaza.  Shortly after this a proper 
bowling league was formed by men and women 
members of the German Canadian Club.  Many 
of the bowlers were newcomers to Canada who 
enjoyed meeting new friends in a new and 
strange land away from their home country.  The 
first games were played at the Polish Club on 

Hill St. in London.  It did not take long before 
bowling competitions began between teams from 
the Dutch, Italian and Polish clubs.  At that time, 
the increase in bowlers made it necessary to 
leave the Polish Club and look for a new bowling 
venue.  We found a new home at the newly built 
Rainbow Lanes located on Wharncliffe Rd in 
London. It did not take long before the bowling 
group joined the German Canadian Bowling As-
sociation and took part in tournaments and the 
yearly German Canadian 5 and 10 pin bowling 
championships.  Many times our men and 
women’s teams took the first and second place 
trophies home to London, both as individual and 
as team champions.  These championship tour-
naments were held in Kitchener, Brantford, 
St.Catharines, Guelph and London.  These func-
tions were the highlights of the season where we 
re-connected with bowling friends from all over 
Ontario.  During these fifty plus years we have 
bowled at the Arcade Eastown, Maitland Bowl-
ing, and our present location Bowlerama on 
Thompson Rd.

In May of 2010, I went on an 
exchange to Germany. I learned a 
lot on my trip - of the German 

language, but also of many other things. Not 
everything was perfect, but almost everything was 
interesting. 
 

I lived with the Schiffer family in Jülich, and soon I 
got to know the whole family: Fritz, Petra, 
Rebecca and Joshua, as well as the two cats, 
Einstein and Pünktchen. Rebecca was my 
exchange partner, and she had already visited me 
in London. The Catholic All-Girls School in Jülich 
was Rebecca’s school. I also went to this school 
during my stay in Germany, and it was very 
different than my school in London. I found it less 
personal and also strange because there were no 
boys at the school. The teachers didn’t know their 
students as well as they do in Canada, and some 
teachers hardly noticed me at all. What I liked, 
though, were the Gym and English classes 
because I could help the others with English, and 
the North American game of baseball. That was 
really fun. Another difference was all the religious 
holidays and days off in May that we don’t have in 
Canada. 
 

The exchange was really worthwhile for me, 
because I learned a lot of German, but I also 
learned to be independent and confident. I always 
had to speak in German because the parents 
didn’t speak any English at all. That was very 
good for me because I realized that my German is 
ultimately pretty good, even if it’s not always 
perfect. That realization was very important for 
me, and now I’m not so shy when I need to speak 
in German. It’s a lot easier to talk to my German 
relatives and friends, too!
